The AIE Program provides component school districts with high-quality, professional 
performances and art-integrated learning experiences for students in grades K-12.  
  
There are three (3) main program components: Base Performances, Visiting Artists, 
and Contract Performers and/or Ticket Purchase. Base Performances are selected 
for the following year in the Spring by the AIE Committee. 
  
2009-10 BASE PERFORMANCE COMPONENT 
AIE provides at least two national/international touring groups and one local 
performer. This year we are able to offer four national/international groups.  Fall 
performances include Voices of Courage with Queen Nur (Grades 7-12) – a riveting 
portrayal of seven triumphant woman; October 19-27 and Living Voices Journey 
from the Dust (Grades 4-8) - a portrayal of one young man‘s experiences during the 
great depression; November 2-10.  Winter performances include local performer Rick 
Bates, AKA Tas Cru - uses a meld of literacy and the ―blues‖ to give students a 
sense of America‘s rich musical heritage and Sticks and Stones with Lyle Cogen 
(Grades K-2 OR 3-6) – a performance about life skills and social responsibilities 
among children Lyle uses Poetry and original song to embed her message; February 
1-9.  The Spring performance is district choices of either Ones’ Company with Pippa 
White’s Ellis Island (Grades 7-12) - a story about life experiences of many 
immigrants during 1892-1930 OR One’s Company with Pippa White’s Orphan 
Train (Grades 4-8) - a story of orphans remembering their experiences riding the 
Orphan Train, a heart-rendering and forgotten part of our history; March 23-31. 
 
VISITING ARTISTS COMPONENT   
Participating districts are eligible to receive up to 2 days (12 hours) of ―arts services‖ 
from area visiting artists as part of the base fee. 
 
CONTRACT PERFORMERS COMPONENT 
Participating districts may invite contract performers into their district.  Performances 
must have a clear connection to the NYS Learning Standards for Arts. Ticket 
purchases are also an option; Ogdensburg Command Performance tickets are an 
example, as well as, NYSSMA fees.

The Elementary Science Program offers science kits for grades K-6, and special 
education classes. Using hands-on experience, these kits coordinate to the NYS 
Math, Science, and Technology Learning Standards. In the life science units, students 
study the growth and development of plants and animals while working in groups. The 
physical science units emphasize the inquiry and problem solving processes as 
students perform experiments in electricity, buoyancy, earth science, chemistry, and 
sound and light energy. The technology components encompass a problem solving 
issue for students to apply the knowledge they‘ve learned whether it is building a wind-
powered vehicle, designing a way to preserve a sandwich, or building a model flower 
to withstand wind. Support includes staff development and technical assistance.

The 
Communications Specialist will also assist administrators with the development and 
implementation of a public relations plan, event planning, and presentations to 
various audiences.  

Services include: assisting districts in identifying effective communication strategies 
for addressing organizational concerns, achieving organizational goals and 
supporting the districts central educational mission, organizing the preparation and 
distribution of news releases, providing communications advice, assisting in the 
preparation and dissemination of various types of written material, coordinating the 
publication of the district newsletter(s) and calendar(s), coordinating the publication 
and promotion of performances, exhibitions, displays, dedications and other district 
programs open to the public, and developing ideas other district materials. 
 
Districts may either contract for a FTE Communications Specialist who 
is based in their schools and who works closely with their administrative 
team, or they may contract for project-based, per diem work.

Basic Service - The Model Schools staff works with districts to address three 
areas: data driven planning processes for the improvement of student learning 
through the use of technology, provision of training which gives component district 
staff the knowledge and skills needed to integrate technology into the 
teaching/learning process, and regular assessment of student performance as a 
result of integrating technology.  The service also provides assistance with SED 
mandated technology and related initiatives and plan. 
 
The base service provides up to five days of on-site assistance from MS staff 
members. MS designs and coordinates professional development activities both 
regionally and within districts and assists in the technology planning process.  

 
Instructional Technology/Curriculum Coaches (ITCC) provide teachers support with 
integration of technology into lessons and also assist administration by organizing 
and facilitating instructional technology staff development. The ITCCs may be 
purchased on an FTE or per diem basis.   
 
Teachers may take part in a year-long professional development program that 
focuses on writing and implementing standards-based, technology-infused lessons 
that closely track student progress. Professional development includes a summer 
technology camp, assistance from ITCCs for lesson planning and implementation, 
and peer review.

Basic Service - The School Improvement service assists 
districts in implementing long-range professional and data-
based school development plans to meet NYSED requirements 
and quality student learning.  Professional development 
opportunities meet teacher, school, and district needs based 
upon plans, data, and state/federal requirements. Consistent and clear information 
to districts regarding initiatives and revisions in curriculum, instruction, and 
assessment policy from NYSED is provided. Cooperation with area teachers‘ 
organizations and networks to organize subject area conferences and workshops 
enhances the opportunities.

Development (CCCD) program (including CCCD Kits and the Virtual 
Reference Library – VRL) and access to consortium priced Online 

Resources.  CCCD Elementary & Secondary, CCCD Virtual Reference Library and 
Online Resources each have a per unit fee.

This service provides a comprehensive curriculum-oriented K-12 media library in 
diverse formats at a variety of levels, carefully aligned with the NYS Learning 
Standards and local curricula. The service includes numerous site-based video 
collections, off-air dubbing, video streaming, and regular van delivery of mail, media 
and equipment. A Classroom Book Collection, including multiple copies of dozens of 
book titles, audio recordings and teacher‘s guides, continues to grow. Big Book and 
DVD collections continue to be developed. Site-based student-loan DVD collections 
have recently been developed for elementary and middle schools, and seasonal 
teacher-loan collections are transitioning from video to DVD-based. Online booking 
of media (Medianet) is available, though materials may also be booked in more 
traditional ways. Numerous pieces of equipment are available for loan.  New forms of 
delivering media to the districts are constantly being explored and demonstrated. 
Copyright-compliant music licensing and access to a cross-contracted sheet music 
library are also featured services. District Audiovisual Coordinators serve as 
facilitators of communication with the LRC and ensure direct district input.

The Cooperative Telephone Interconnect service is designed to 
provide participating districts with a cost-effective efficient 
network of voice and data communications.  This is currently 
accomplished by establishing interconnections and calling 
patterns between individual school districts. Through a 
cooperative design utilizing Verizon‘s ―Assume Dial 9‖ Centrex 
service, the districts are sharing a large Private Branch Exchange (PBX) type phone 
system.   
 
Although the system acts as one large PBX, each district remains autonomous with 
respect to main numbers, switchboard operations, and extension numbers.  The 
service is very flexible and allows each district to maintain control of those aspects of 
the telephone services within their own buildings.  
 
Voice over Internet Protocol (VoIP) telephony has been added to the telephone 
interconnect CoSer as an alternative or addition to their current PBX system.  VoIP 
telephony will allow districts to digitally connect to one another or the BOCES over 
the DANC fiber optic lines.  As this system grows least cost routing will enable 
districts to call locally to entities within the local extensions of other VoIP districts or 
BOCES buildings.  Costs associated with the purchase, installation, and 
maintenance of VoIP equipment will be aidable under this CoSer.

SAT Preparation Workshop – This 24-hour workshop preparation classes for high school juniors who plan to 
take the SAT exam. Individual classes are taught for the math (M), verbal (V), and writing (W) portions of the 
exam.  Classes are held at the SLVEC in Canton.  Each class lasts 3 hours. This simulates the 3 hour 45 
minute actual SAT test-taking experience.  Students must: come with a serious intent to take the SAT; have 
near perfect attendance, and make a significant time commitment.  By providing students with College Board 
test materials, focused instruction, and practice time; workshops will foster: test familiarity; verbal, writing and 
math score improvement strategies; enhanced student confidence; efficient time management; and a 
supportive atmosphere through individual and cooperative activities.
